GENERAL TERMS AND PROVISIONS:

BIDS:

Prices must be quoted on the sheet furnished by this department; no other will be accepted. All
prices quoted F.O.B, Tampa, Florida.

The responsibility for getting the bid to the Authority on or before the stated time and date will be
solely and strictly the responsibility of the bidder. The Authority will in no way be responsible for
delays caused by the United States Postal Service or a delay caused by any other occurrence.

The bidder shall be responsible for reading and completely understanding the requirements and
specifications of the item(s) being bid. Bid time will be and must be scrupulously observed. Under
no circumstances will bids delivered after the time specified be considered. Such bids shall be
returned to the vendor unopened with the notation, "THIS BID WAS RECEIVED AFTER THE
TIME DESIGNATED FOR THE RECEIPT AND OPENING OF BIDS".

EXCEPTIONS TO BID:

The bidder will list on a separate sheet of paper any exceptions to the conditions of this bid. This
sheet will be labeled "EXCEPTIONS TO BID CONDITIONS," and will be attached to the bid
proposal. If no exceptions are stated, it will be understood that all general and specific conditions
will be complied with, without exception.

MODIFICATION OR WITHDRAWAL OF BID:

Bidders may request withdrawal of a posted sealed proposal prior to the scheduled bid opening
time provided the request withdrawal is submitted to the Purchasing Department, in writing,

Withdrawn bids may be resubmitted up to the time designated for the receipt of bids provided that
they are then fully in conformance with the Information/Instruction for Bidders.

Bid security, if any is required, shall be in an amount sufficient for the bid as modified or
resubmitted.



RIGHT TO REJECT BIDS:

The Tampa Sports Authority reserves the right to reject any and all bids, to waive any informalities
or minor irregularities in the bids received, and to accept that bid which in its judgment, best serves
the interest of the Authority. The Authority hereby fully retains full discretion to determine the
responsiveness of the bid and Bidder’s responsibility, character, fitness and experience to perform
the Work.

Bidders may be disqualified, and rejection of proposals may be recommended to the Authority for
any of but not limited to the following causes:

(A)  Failure to use the proposal form furnished by the Authority;

(B)  Lack of signature by an authorized representative on the proposal form;

(C)  Failure to properly complete proposal;

(D)  Evidence of collusion among proposers. Any evidence of agreement or collusion among
bidders and prospective bidders acting to illegelly restrain freedom of competition by
agreement to bid a fixed price, or otherwise, will render the bids of such bidders’ void;

(E)  Advance disclosures of any information to any particular bidder which gives that particular
bidder any advantage over any other interested bidder, in advance of the opening of bids,
whether in response to advertising or an informal request for bids, made or permitted by a

member of the governing body of an employee or representative thereof, will operate to
void all proposals of that particular bid solicitation or request;

(G)  Unauthorized alteration of bid form. Authority reserves the right to waive any minor
informality or irregularity;

)] A final decision to award cannot be made by the Authority due to unseen/unknown
circumstances.

INCONSISTENCIES ON CONDITIONS:

In the event there are inconsistencies between the General Provisions and other bid terms, or
conditions contained herein, the former will take precedence.

ADDENDA AND INTERPRETATIONS:

A If it becomes necessary to revise any part of this bid, a written addendum will be provided
to all bidders. The Authority is not bound by any oral representations, clarifications, or
chenges made in the written specifications by Authority's employees, unless such



clarification or change is provided to bidders in written addendum form from the
Purchasing Manager.

Bidders shall promptly notify the Authority, prior to submission of their Bid Proposal, of
any ambiguity, inconsistency, or error they may discover upon examination of the Bidding
and Contract Documents or of the site and local conditions.

No interpretation of the meaning of drawings, specifications or other contract documents
will be made to any Bidder orally, nor may the Bidder rely on any such pre-bid statements
in completing his/her bid.

Any and all such interpretations and any supplemental instructions will be in the form of
written addenda to the Bid documents which, if issued, will be mailed and/or emailed to
all prospective Bidders (at the respective addresses furnished for such purposes or as listed
on the Mandatory Pre-Bid Conference Sign-in Sheets (if applicable) prior to the date or
time fixed for the opening of bids. The Authority will not be responsible for any other
explanations or interpretations of the proposal documents. Failure of any Bidder to receive
any such addendum or interpretation shall not relieve any bidder from any obligation under
his bid as submitted. All addenda se issued shall become a part of the Contract Documents.

Each Bidder shall ascertain prior to submitting his/her bid that he/she has received all
Addenda issued, and he/she shall acknowledge receipt and inclusion in his/her proposal of
all Addenda.

AWARD OF CONTRACT:

The Contract/Purchase Order will be awarded to the lowest responsible and responsive Bidder, and
whose bid is considered to be in the best interest of the Authority. The determination of the lowest
responsive and responsible bidder may involve all or some of the following factors: price,
conformity to specifications, financial ability to meet the contract, previous performance, facilities
and equipment, availability of repair parts, experience, delivery promise, terms of payments,
compatibility as required, other costs and other objectives and accountable factors which are
reasonable. This determination will be in the sole discretion of the Authority and based upon the
character, fitness, experience, history, and financial status of the Bidder.

A,

The Lowest Bidder is determined by the aggregate amount of the prices set forth in the
form of bid or the aggregate amount of the Base Bid, plus any Alternates selected by the
Authority.

A Responsive Bidder shall mean a Bidder who has submitted a bid which conforms, in all
material respects, to the Bidding Documents.

A Responsible Bidder shall mean a Bidder who has the capability, in all respects, to
perform fully the contract requirements and the moral and business integrity and reliability
which will assure good faith performance. In determining responsibility, the following
criteria will be considered:

1. The ability, capacity, and skill of the Bidder to perform the contract or provide the
service required;

2, Whether the Bidder can perform the contract or provide the service promptly, or
within the time specified, without delay or interference;

The character, integrity, reputation, judgment, experience, and efficiency of the
Bidder;

The quality of performance of previous contracts or services. For example, the
following information will be considered:

a. The administrative and consultant cost overruns incurred by Authority on

previous contracts with Bidder,

b. The Bidder’s compliance record with contract general conditions on other
projects,

c. The submittal by the Bidder of excessive and/or unsubstantiated extra cost

€. The Bidder’s demonstrated cooperation with the Authority and/or other

f. Whether the work performed, and materials furnished on previous
contracts were in accordance with the Contract Documents,

The previous and existing compliance by the Bidder with the laws and ordinances
relating to contracts or services;

The sufficiency of the financial resources and ability of the Bidder to perform the
contract or provide the service;

The quality, availability and adaptability of the goods or services to the particular
use required;

The ability of the Bidder to provide future maintenance and service for the
warranty period of the contract;

Whether the Bidder is in arrears to any Owner on debt or contract, or is a defaulter
on surety to eny Owner;

Such other information as may be security by the Authority having bearing on the
decision to award the contract, to include, but not limited to:

a. The ability, experience, and commitment of the Bidder to properly and
reasonably plan, schedule, coordinate and execute the Work;

b. Whether the Bidder has ever been debarred from bidding by any other
public or private owner or found ineligible for bidding on any other
projects;

c. Bidder’s litigation history and reputation with owners for whom Bidder
has previously worked;

d. Whether Bidder’s contract on other projects has ever been terminated;

e The purpose of the above is to enable the Authority to select the bid
which is in the best interest of the Authority. The ability of the low
Bidder to provide the required bonds (if applicabie) will not of itself
demonstrate responsibility of the Bidder;

f The Authority reserves the right to defer award of this contract for a period
of forty-five (45) days after the due date of bids. During this period of
time, the Bidder shall guarantee the prices quoted in his/her bid,

BRAND NAMES "OR EQUAL":

Whenever in this Invitation, any particular materials, process and/or equipment are indicated or
specified by patent, proprietary or brand name, or by name of manufacturer, such wording will be
deemed to be followed by the words "or equal”. Proof satisfactory to Authority must be provided
by bidder to show that the alternative product is, in fact, equal to the product required in the
specifications.

DISCOUNTS:

Discounts for prompt payment offered may be taken into consideration during bid evaluation.
Terms of payment offered will be reflected in the space provided on the Bid Proposal forms.

TAXES:

The Authority is tax exempt, therefore all applicable Federal, State and Local Taxes, unless
otherwise instructed by the Authority shall be excluded in the Bidder’s Proposal. Authority
reserves the right to direct purchase materials at Contractor’s negotiated prices with material
providers and thereby generate a tax savings to itself. Authority may also provide Contractor with
Tax Exempt Certification number so that Contractor may purchase Authority Designated items tax
free.

COLLUSION CLAUSE:

Any evidence of agreement or collusion among bidders and prospective Bidders acting to illegally
restrain freedom of competition by agreement to bid a fixed price, or otherwise, will render the bids
of such bidders’ void.

Advance disclosures of any information to any particular bidder which gives that particular bidder
any advantage over any other interested bidder, in advance of the opening of bids, whether in
response to advertising or an informal request for bids, made or permitted by a member of the
governing body of an employee or representative thereof, will operate to void all proposals of that
particular bid solicitation or request.

ASSIGNMENT OF (((ONTRACTUAL RIGHTS:

It is agreed that the successful bidder will not assign, transfer, convey or otherwise dispose of the
contract or its right, title or interest in or to the same, or any part thereof, without previous written
consent of the Authority and any sureties.

TIMELY DELIVERY:

Time will be of the essence for any orders placed as a result of this bid. The Authority reserves the
right to cancel such orders, or any part thereof, without obligation, if delivery is not made within
the time(s) specified on the proposal form.

DEFAULT OF CONTRACT:

In case of default by the bidder or contractor, the Authority may procure the items or services from
other sources and hold the bidder or contractor responsible for any excess costs occasioned or
incurred thereby.

ACCEPTANCE OF MATERIAL:

The material delivered under this proposal shall remain the property of the seller until a physical
inspection and actual usage of this material and/or service is made, and thereafter is accepted to the
satisfaction of the Authority. It must comply with the terms herein and be fully in accord with
specifications and of the highest quality. In the event the material and/or services supplied to the
Authority is found to be defective or does not conform to specifications, the Authority reserves the
right to cancel the order upon written notice to the bidder and return product to bidder at the bidder's

expense.
IDENTICAL TIE BIDS/PROPOSALS:

In the event two (2) or more Bidders have submitted the lowest and best Bids/Proposals, preference
will be given in the following order:

A. A Bidder who has signed and submitted a Drug-Free Workplace Statement/Form pursuant
to Section 287.087 Florida Statutes, with the bid;

B. A Bidder who is a Service-Disabled Veteran Business and who is currently registered and
can provide proof of registration with Hillsborough County Small Business Enterprise
and/or the City of Tampa Small Business Enterprise program(s);

C. A Bidder who is a Minority or Small Business Enterprise and can provide proof of current
registration with the Hillsborough County and/or the City of Tampa’s Small Business

Enterprise program(s);
D. A Bidder who has its principal place of business in Hillsborough County;

The Authority reserves the right to rej and issue a rebid if it is ed to be in the
best interest of the Authorilv,

DAMAGE:

Precaution should be taken to prevent damage to all property. In the event any materials, equipment
or other property of the Authority shall be damage or destroyed by personnel furnished by
Contractor, Contractor shall, at its own expense, promptly repair or replace same to the complete
satisfaction of Authority. The Contractor shail repair or replace any property damaged because of
failure to provide proper or adequate protection to its original state and to the satisfaction of the
Owner. Any property damage should be reported to the onsite Director or Manager immediately.

EMPLOYEE CONFLICT:

The Tampa Sports Authority will not contract with persons, firms or corporations where an
Authority officer or employee’s spouse or child is an officer, partner, director, or proprietor or in
which such officer or employee or the officer’s or employee’s spouse or child, or any combination
of them, has a material interest,

CONVICTED VENDOR LIST:

In accordance with 5.287.133(3) (a), Florida Statutes, prospective Bidders are hereby advised as
follows:

A A person or affiliate who has been placed on the convicted vendor list following a
conviction for a public entity crime may not submit a bid on a contract to provide any goods
and services to a public entity, may not submit a bid on a contract with a public entity for
the construction or repair of a public building or public work, may not submit bids on leases
of real property to a public entity, may not be awarded or perform work as a contractor,
supplier, subcontractor, or consultant under a contract with any public entity, and may not
transact business with any public entity in excess of the threshold amount provided in s.
287.017 for CATEGORY TWO for a period of 36 months from the date of being placed
on the convicted vendor list.

B. A public entity may not accept any bid, proposal, or reply from, award any contract to, or
transact any business in excess of the threshold amount provided in s.287.017 for
CATEGORY TWO with any person or affiliate on the convicted vendor list for a period
of 36 months following the date that person or affiliate was placed on the convicted vendor
list unless that person or affiliate has been removed from the list pursuant to paragraph
(3)(®). A public entity that was transacting business with a person at the time of the
commission of public entity crime resulting in that person being placed on the convicted
vendor list may not accept any bid, proposal, or reply from, award any contract to, or
transact any business with any other person who is under the same, or substantially the
same, control as the person whose name appears on the convicted vendor list so long as
that person’s name appears on the convicted vendor list.

PARTIAL/DUAL BID SUBMITTALS:

If approved by the Authority prior to submittal, bidders may submit partial bids for one or more
items or represent up to two (2) manufacturer(s) that are deemed as equals or as listed within the
bid document. Tampa Sports Authority reserves the right to award to one (1) or multiple vendors.

OTHER AGENCIES:

Although the Authority and Raymond James Stadium have been identified as to the recipient of the
services to be provided by the Contractor, the services, prices, terms, and conditions specified in
this Contract shall be available to any other Authority property upon request. Such properties
include: Tournament Sports/Soccer Complex, Babe Zaharias Golf Course, Rogers Park Golf
Course and Rocky Point Golf Course.

All Bidders awarded contracts from this Proposal may, upon mutual agreement, permit any
municipality or other governmental agency to participate in the contract under the same prices,
terms and conditions, if agreed to by both parties.

It is understood that at no time will any city, county, municipality or other agency be obligated for
placing an order for any other city, county, municipality or agency; nor will any city, county
municipality or agency be obligated for any bills incurred by any other city, county, municipality
or agency. Further, it is understood that each agency will issue its own purchase order to the
awarded Bidder(s).

BID (BOND) SECURITY: WAIVED

A Each bid must be accompanied by (1) cash, (2) a Cashier’s or Certified Check of the Bidder,
made payable to the Authority, or (3) a bidder’s bond on the Bid Bond Form provided
herein (if applicable) in an amount not less than 5% of his/her bid, For purposes of this
provision the amount of the bid shall be the Base Bid. The bidders® bond shall be issued
by a surety company licensed to conduct business in Florida, which is on the approved U.S.
Treasury List, which obtained an A- rating by the latest Best Insurance Guide and which
is otherwise acceptable to the Authority.

B. Said bid security is given as a guarantee that the Bidder will enter into a contract if awarded
the work and, in the case of refusal or failure to so enter into said contract, the security
shall be declared forfeited to the Authority. Such security shall be returned to all but the
three lowest Bidders within three days after the opening of bids and the remaining security
will be returned within 48 hours after the Authority and the successful Bidder have
executed the Contract. If no Contract has been awarded or the bidder has not been notified
of the acceptance of his/her bid, within forty-five (45) days of the bid opening, the Bidder
may withdraw his bid and request the return of his bid security. If, at the Authority’s
request, the Bidder agrees to extend and maintain his/her bid beyond the specified 45 days,
his/her bid security will not be returned. Bidder hereby agrees that all Bid prices are firm,
fixed prices which the Authority may accept up to 45 days from Bid opening.

LIQUIDATED DAMAGES Applicable):
The Successful Bidder, upon his/her failure or refusal to execute the Contract within Seven (7) days

after he has received notice of the acceptance of his/her bid, shall forfeit to the Authority the
security deposited with his bid, as liquidated damages for such failure or refusal.

SECURITY FOR FAITHFUL PERFORMANCE: WAIVED

The Successful bidder shall furnish and record in the official records of the County where the
project is located a Performance and Payment Bond in an amount equal to one hundred percent
(100%) of the Contract Sum as security for the faithful performance of the Contract and also a
Payment Bond in an amount not less than one hundred percent (100%) of the Contract Sum, as
security for the payment of all persons performing labor and/or furnishing materials under this
Contract. Both the Performance and Payment Bond shall be in the forms set forth in the Contract
Documents (if applicable) and shall be written by sureties which are licensed to do business in the
State of Florida, which are currently on the approved U.S. Treasury List of Sureties, which maintain
an A- rating with Best Insurance Guide, and are otherwise acceptable to the Authority. The
Performance and Payment Bond shall be in separate instruments and shall be delivered to the
Authority not later than the date of execution of the Contract. No work or mobilization may proceed
until both bonds are executed and delivered to the Authority.

CONTRACT TERMINATION:

The contract may be terminated at any time by the Authority giving written notice to the
Contractor sixty (60) days prior to the desired termination date.

DUE DILIGENCE:

Due care and diligence have been used in preparing these specifications and related information.
However, no warranties are made as to the accuracy and completeness of the required information.
It is the responsibility of the Proposer to ensure that they bave all the information necessary to
affect their proposal. The Authority will not be responsible for the failure on the part of the
Proposer to determine the full extent of the risk exposure and Scope of Work required to effectively
perform under Contract. Proposers are expected to examine the conditions, Score of Work, Special
Conditions, Technical Specifications, and all instructions pertaining to services involved. Failure
to do so will be at the Proposer’s risk.

PUBLIC RECORDS LAW:

Proposer shall treat all documents concerning its contractual obligations under the Agreement as
public records and abide by the Florida Laws governing public records (i.e. Sunshine Law). All
Public records requests must be directed to the Custodian of Public Records at
publicrecords@tampasportsauthority.com, (813) 350-6515, or 4201 North Dale Mabry Highway,
Tampa, Florida 33607.

ATTORNEY’S FEES:

In the event of a dispute arising under this Agreement, whether or not a lawsuit or other proceeding
is filed the prevailing party shall be entitled to recover its reasonable attorneys’ fees and costs,
including attorneys’ fees and costs incurred in litigation entitlement to attorneys’ fees and costs, as
well as in determining or quantifying the amount of recoverable attorneys’ fees and costs. The
reasonable costs to which the prevailing party is entitled shall include any costs that are taxable
under any applicable statute, rule or guideline, as well as any non-taxable costs reasonably incurred
in connection with the dispute, including, but not limited to, costs of investigation, copying,
electronic discovery, information technology charges, telephone and mailing costs, consultant and
expert witness fees, travel expenses, court reporter fees and transcript charges, and mediator fees,
regardless of whether such costs would be otherwise taxable,

FORCE MAJEURE:

In the event that either party hereto shall be delayed or hindered in or prevented from the
performance required hereunder by reason of strikes, lockouts, labor troubles, failure of power,
riots, insurrection, war, acts of God, or other reason of like nature not the fault of the party delayed
in performing work or doing acts (“Permitted Delay”), such party shall be excused for the period
of time equivalent to the delay caused by such Permitted Delay. Notwithstanding the foregoing,
any extension of time for a Permitted Delay shall be conditioned upon the party seeking an
extension of time delivering written notice of such Permitted Delay to the other party within ten
(10) days of the event causing the Permitted Delay.

INCURRED COSTS:

Tampa Sports Authority is not responsible for expenses incurred in attending any Pre-Proposal
Conferences, preparation of proposal documents and submitting a proposal; therefore, such costs
shall not be included in submitted proposals.

EX PARTE COMMUNICATION:

In order to ensure fair evaluation of proposals/bids, ex parte communication initiated by offerors is
prohibited from the time the responses are opened until the final decision has been made. No
offeror may initiate communication with any City Council Member, County Commissioner or any
Tampa Sports Authority director, board member, official, staff, consultant, or employee who is
participating in the evaluation process. Any and all communication initiated by an offeror after the
responses are opened must be in writing to:

The Evaluation Committee/Staff member may, however, initiate communication with any offeror
in order to obtain additional information or clarification necessary for fair evaluation of their bid
proposal. Ex Parte communication initiated by an offeror may disqualify that offeror from
consideration for this or future Invitations to Bid.

PUBLIC DISCLOSURE | Pursuant to Florida’s Public Records Act. Chapter 119 F.S,):

a) Sealed bids or replies to competitive solicitations (RFB, RFP, ITB, etc. are NOT subject to
public disclosure until the Authority either 1) issues notice of its intended decision or 2)
thirty (30) days have passed after opening of the bids or replies; whichever is earlier;

b) If the Authority rejects all bids and issues notice of an intent to rebid or reissue the
competitive solicitation, the bids, replies, etc. submitted to the first (rejected) solicitation
are NOT subject to public disclosure until the matter is rebid and TSA issues notice of its
intended decision on the reissued bid or until the reissued bid or solicitation is also
withdrawn by the Authority. However, this exemption from public disclosure can last no
longer in any event more than 12 months from date of the initial rejection of all bids.

AUTHORIZATION TO DO BUSINESS IN STATE OF FLORIDA:

The Authority requires all companies who are awarded a bid/proposal to provide proof of
“active/current” registration with the Florida Department of State; Division of Corporations prior
to any start of work or providing of any commodity/good to the Authority.

CHANGE ORDERS/ADJUSTMENTS:

The Authority may, at any time, by written order designated or indicated to be a Change Order,

make any change or modification in the Work or add to the Work within the general scope of the
Contract specifications in order to complete the said work.

NON-EXCLUSIVE CONTRACT:

This is a non-exclusive Contract. The Authority reserves the option to purchase any service(s),
materials, or equipment from an alternate source.

CONTRACT TERMS/OPTION:

A This Contract shall be in effect for a three (3) year period beginning February, 1, 2021
through January 31, 2024. This Contract may be extended for one (1) additional two (2)
year period at the sole option of the Authority at the same terms and conditions as the
original Contract to be effective Feb 1, 2024 through Jan 31, 2026.

B. Prices must be valid and remain the same for the first (1*) three (3) years of the contract
period. Please factor in fuel and personnel adjustments when preparing your bid. Tampa
Sports Authority may allow for a cost of expenses increase after the 3™ year of the original
3-year period. If the contract period is extended for the additional two (2) year period,
Tampa Sports Authority will consider a cost of expenses increase at the beginning of the
contract extension period, only. Any requests for the price adjustments for the above
period must be received in writing by the Purchasing Department no less than ninety (90)
days prior to the commencement of the contract extension period being November 1, 2024,
The amount of any price adjustment requested, as well as the staff’s experience with the
Contractor’s service for the year ending, will be used in the determination of any price
increase. Failure of the staff and Contractor to agree to any such price increase(s) shall
result in termination of the contract as of the last current contract year.

3. Request for price adjustments must be solely for the purpose of accommodating an
increase in the Contractor’s cost, not profits.

SCOPE

A. Provide labor, equipment and materials to inspect, service, repair and provide maintenance for
the fire protection equipment at Raymond James Stadium and annual fire hydrant flow testing
with a report. The system includes but is not limited to the following:

a. Class III Standpipe System.
b. Fire Sprinkler System.
¢. Fire Pump, Jockey Pump and Controllers.

B. Test and Inspection: Technicians will perform inspections and diagnostic tests for the
accessible fire sprinkler devices such as but not limited to Control Valves, Wet System Test
and Inspect which includes Tamper, Flow, Gate Valves, Fire Department Connections, Water
Flow Switches, Main Drain Valves and Hydrants. Tests will be scheduled in advance with the
designated Tampa Sports Authority point of contact.

C. Annual wet pipe sprinkler test & inspect includes but not limited to all items noted in the
Quarterly Inspection which shall also consist of inspecting gsuges, systems valves, water flow
alarms, components and signs; operating control valves; testing tamper and flow switches, and
local alarms and signals; opening main drain to record static and residual pressures; inspecting
the fire department connection; and doing a building walkthrough to visually inspect sprinklers,
piping, fittings and hangers from the floor level.

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Stadium Contractor Policies

Clean up:

Contractor shall provide their own dumpsters which will be located in no-fly zone or as directed by the
TSA. No trash to be placed in owner's dumpsters or recycle containers. If this happens, contractor will be
back charged for remediation.

Trash chutes may be constructed as long as there is no permanent damage done to the building.
Coordinate with owner to assure the location does not Interfere with pedestrian safety at ground level
and is adequately protected.

Daily cleanup of job site required. The contractor is responsible to ensure all areas are cleaned before
leaving for the day and provide dally written verification that all work areas have been cleaned. ISS, a
private cleaning contractor located on site who is available for employment by the contractor if desired.
"If the building and or work areas are not properly cleaned the TSA will direct our cleaning contractor to
address the areas of concern which will result in the reimbursement for the cleaning costs incurred.

Placing trash in stadium compactors, trash containers, dumpsters is not allowed.

Personal trash, such as water bottles, food wrappers, etc. shall be disposed of In trash containers provided
by the contractor. Trash containers are expected to be emptied daily before leaving the jobsite. Do not
place any trash in the owner’s trash containers located throughout the facility.

Removal of ceiling tiles in occupled spaces shall be done so wearing rubber gloves and or with clean hands.
Ceiling tile debris, ceiling fire proofing is expected to be cleaned / vacuumed up before leaving the space.
Any ceiling tiles which are found to be broken, stained or damaged will be replaced with the time and
material billed back to the contractor.

Building use/access:

Parking will be on the grass to the right of the entrance, behind the cooling towers or as otherwise
designated by the TSA.

Pedestrian entry to the bulkling Is at 24-hour security at dock B. Bags may be examined. Keys and/or
access cards are available for checkout from the TSA point of contact for the project. The issuing of keys
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and access badges will require the contractor to sign them out daily and should only be used for access to
where work will be taking place.

Vehicle requests
should not be requested as a means of transportation throughout the facility.

Vehicles with approved access will be issued a vehicle movement pass from the security officer located at
the guard shack located at the Himes avenue entrance. Assigned vehicle movement passes shall be
displayed from inside the vehicle on the driver’s side dashboard. Vehicular access will be through the pass
out gates at ramp B which will provide access into the facility for work taking place other than the service
level.

The Friday before an event {events that are scheduled to be held on a Saturday and Sunday) or a day to
be determined there will be a security sweep of the facility. During a security sweep which starts at
1:00pm there will be no Individuals allowed back into the building until the sweep is completed. Workers
that are inside the building prior to the beginning of the security sweep must stay inside or will not be
readmitted after the sweep is completed which can take as long as 1-1/2 hours.

Other:

These written guidelines are not necessarily all inclusive, and TSA reserves the right to immediately
address any other concerns not specifically outlined here and require corrective action from the
contractor. TSA will take whatever measures deemed appropriate to enforce safety and protection of
personnel and property from danger or damages.
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Raymond James Stadium: COVID-19 Entry SOP

Until further notice, all persons requiring access to Raymond James Stadium or its exterior work sites
must enter via the 24 Hour Security entrance located to the right of Loading Dock B on the North East
corner of the stadium. Each person will be required to go through a screening process prior to entering
the stadium and be required to wear a facial covering (covering the mouth and nose) while inside the
stadium.

Each person working at an exterior worksite at Raymond James Stadium will be required to go through
a screening process prior to starting work and will be required to wear a facial covering (covering the
mouth and nose) when in close proximity to another individual.

All persons must maintain a six-foot distance from other individuals at all times if possible. Persons who
cannot maintain the 6-feet distance due to the nature of their Job must at a minimum wear a facial
covering and goggles. A hazard assessment will be performed to determine if any other Personal
Protective Equipment may be necessary when individuals must work within 6-feet of one another.

ENTRY PROCESS:

% Initlal Screening — Survey & Temperature Check
© Signage will be posted on the walking path leading up to and at the 24-Hour Security
Entrance with the following screening questions listed:
= Are you currently feeling ill or have had a fever in the last 72 hours?
* Have you been in contact with someone who has tested positive of COVID-19 or
who is experiencing any symptoms of the virus?
® Have you traveled outside of the country or to the New York Tri-State area (New
York, Connecticut, New Jersey) within the past 14 days?
o Securlty Officer at the 24-Hour Security Entrance will ask each patron to acknowledge that
they read the signage and can answer NO to all three questions.
o Security Officer will use an infrared thermometer to obtain each person’s temperature.
The Infrared thermometer allows for scanning of the individual's forehead without
touching the person.
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o Individuals who answer yes to any of the questions posted on the signage and/or have a
temperature above 100.4 degrees will be denied entry into the stadium and will be
instructed to leave the premises and contact their Manager and Human Resources. Those
employees who only display a temperature of 100.4 to 101 degrees will be allowed a 10
minute normalization period prior to their temperature being re-checked (see below).

o Individuals who pass both of the above screening measures will then go through normal
check in and security procedures before being granted access to the stadium or exterior
worksites.

% Secondary Temperature Check
o Individuals who did not pass the initial temperature check process must undergo a
secondary temperature check after they have been given a 10-minute normalization
period if they.have just come from an outside environment. They must do so away from
the primary screening area and preferably in the shade.
o If the person then displays a temperature of below 100.4 degrees, they will be permitted
into the stadium under normal check in and security procedures.

* If a person still shows a temperature above 100.4 after the 10-minute
normalization process they be denied entry into the stadium/exterior worksite
and will be asked to leave the premises. Please report this information to your
Manager and Human Resources.

« Safety Measures
© The Security Officer will administer the temperature check from behind a plexiglass
window
o The thermometer will be disinfected any time it comes in direct, or close, contact with a
person(s).

*If an individual does not pass the Initial screening and does not wish to undergo the secondary
screening, they do not have to do so; however, access to the facllity will be denied.
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COVID-19

Contractor and Vendor Requirements

Introduction

It is a TSA requirement that all Contractors and Vendors shall provide a company COVID-

19 plan which must be submitted, reviewed and accepted before services can be provided at

the stadium.

The following is an outline of the COVID-19 requirements for Vendors and Contractors who will
be performing services at Raymond James Stadium to provide within their Company COVID-19
plan. All plans shall be submitted directly to your point of contact for the entity (Buccaneers,
Legends, Fanatics, Tampa Sports Authority, Etc) that you are performing services for at the
stadium. The entity will review your company COVID-19 plan and upon their acceptance submit
it to the to the Tampa Sports Authority. The Authority will then review your company COVID-19
plan within 48 business hours upon receiving it from the entity.

All companies working at Raymond James Stadium are required to submit their company’s COVID plan
on Company letterhead which shall include at a minimum the following criteria which will require review
and acceptance before being permitted into the Stadium.

o Personnel must adhere fo all Applicable State / Local regulations in place for COVID-19.

» Personnel will adhere to all protocols and precaution set forth in the provided “RJS — COVID-19
Entry SOP” document for screening and stadium entry.

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This should be the on-site vendor contact who will ensure and report on adherence to the policy. Name,
phone and email should be provided.

This should be the Buccaneers, Legends, TSA, etc. rep that is the project lead and will oversee the project daily.
Name, phone, and email should be provided.

Prior to Coming to Work:

Provide your company policy and procedure that is expected to be followed by employees to ensure they
do not report to Raymond James Stadium if they are experiencing any of the COVID-19 symptoms.
Provide symptoms, who they should be contacting and the procedure they are expected to follow.

What protocol is in place, specifically referencing a link to CDC symptoms
(https://www.cdc.gov/coronavirus2019-ncov/symptoms-testing/symptoms:html) or a list of these symptoms,
to do home health checks before arriving to the stadium.

Covid-19 Employee — Company Training:

e Provide an outline of the employee training that is provided related to COVID-19 and the Site-
Specific requirements when working at Raymond James Stadium.

e Provide who is conducting the training and how are training records documented.

¢ Personnel must have been trained on CDC guidelines for hygiene and preventing the spread of
COVID-19. ( )

Provide a list of the training materials used in training (including the CDC guidelines that are linked, Site Specific
Plan, RJS Entry SOP). It should state who will be training staff, when that training will take place (on-site upon
arrival for first day, or off-site before arrival), and that a training log will be kept to ensure that everyone is
documented for having gone through the site-specific training.

Hygiene and Safety:

e At a minimum, personnel should adhere to the following best practices as detailed by the CDC:
» Wash your hands often (minimum 20 seconds)
* Avoid close contact _
» Cover your mouth and nose with a cloth face cover
=  Cover coughs and sneezes
= Clean and disinfect
* Monitor your health daily

As stated above, the CDC guldelines for hygiene and preventing the spread of COVID-19 must be referenced and
included in training. These broad categories above are further defined on the CDC website:

Working Practices at the Jobsite:

= List the measures that will be taken to ensure all touchpoints such as doorknobs, doors, counter
tops, equipment, light fixtures, equipment, tables, chairs, carts, railings, etc are sanitized after
contact.

Plan should include acknowledgement that the touchpoints noted above are sanitized through your plan.
= Provide who will be performing the sanitization and the methods that will be used.

Provide whether sanitization be self-performed or done by others. Typically, small projects will use
available stadium restrooms cleaned by stadium staff, but self-sanitize touchpoints. If projects are more
involved or the need arises, additional sanitization services can be potentially contracted with the stadium
cleaning vendor.

= List PPE that will be provided and worn by the employees while on the jobsite.

* Provide the company’s process and procedure when work will require employees to be within 6
feet from one-another. The plan (at a minimum) should also indicate that a mask is to be worn at
all times while employee will be working in the building and a face shield or goggles must be worn
if social distances of at-least 6 feet cannot be met.

PPE should meet minimum requirements as noted above and be spelled out in the plan.

» COVID-19 plan should indicate that “only assigned restrooms are to be used by employees”.
Stadium contact will provide list of assigned restrooms when employees are on-site.

This is requested in the plan as stated.
Tools and Equipment:

* Provide your company’s policy and procedure regarding the sharing of tools and equipment with
the measures that will be taken to ensure that they are not shared without being sanitized.

Provide clarification on if tool sharing is allowed, and if done, what sanitization process is in place.

Notification:

¢ Provide company’s process and procedure for employee that was determined to be COVID-19
positive while working at the stadium. This should include notifying the building owner (Tampa
Sports Authority).

Plan should address two things:

1) Included in your plan that you will provide emall notification to Chris Jacquot and Stadium Project Lead (see
above) if someone who is working in the bullding tests positive while here or within a period of time (i.e. 14 days)
of working here.

2) Procedures for allowing an employee that has previously tested positive or had COVID-19 symptoms to come
to stadium to work. If someone tests positive do they have to wait a period of time (i.e. 10 or 14 days), get a
negative test, etc. before they can return to work.

Disinfectants and Sanitizations Products:

* Provide the list of sanitization and disinfectant chemicals that will be furnished to the employees
and used at Raymond James Stadium. All products used must have an EPA registration number
which must be provided with an SDS sheet within your company COVID-19 plan.

For all plans, provide cleaning chemical, EPA Number and SDS sheet included as one single attachment as the
company’s COVID-19 Site Specific Plan.

NOTE:

Submitted company COVID-19 plans will be reviewed within 48 business hours and require written
acceptance before access into the stadium will be approved.
